Capabilities: Green: (Often the beginning tests) Does the app do
what it's supposed to do.

Failure Modes: Red: ("What if’ questions) Challenge the expected
outcome.

nputs/outcomes: Furple: (Boundaries tests) push the limits on all
Input flelds with string lengths (min/max)

Reviewing design code and data
schemas. Exercising the decisions and paths through the program.

Performance, scalability, usability

Usage Scenarios: Blue: Extremely high value tests: Ask not what
the app does for the user, but what the user does for the app. View
these from the perspective of the specific users. Can the user do
their job with the application?

Creative Testing: Gold: Soap opera testing. Do what the user

would normally do, but much more dramatically. What if the user
goes through things in the wrong order?
